Redistricting Key Terms
• CVAP: Citizen Voting Age Population

• VRA: Voting Rights Act

• Balanced population: Total population / 9 districts

• Variance (%): (Most populated district – Least 
populated district) / (Balanced population)



Proposed BART Districts
• Proposed BART Board of Director districts 

currently include Plan A, B, and C

• All plans are considered drafts until final approval 
by the Redistricting Committee at the end of the 
redistricting process

• Plan A, B, and C all feature population variance of 
less than 0.5% - nearly perfect balance



Redistricting Considerations
• Population balance

• VRA District: protected class 50% +1 total 
population and Citizen Voting Age Population 
(CVAP)

• Geographically contiguous and compact

• BART stations, Cities, Census Designated Places
