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Class specifications are intended to present a descriptive list of the range of duties performed by employees in the class.  Specifications are not intended to reflect all duties performed within  the job

DEFINITION

Under immediate supervision, assists in the inspection of structural components related to transit stations, parking garages, subway structures, aerial structures, at-grade areas including side slopes and hillsides, and related facilities; and performs related work as assigned.

CLASS CHARACTERISTICS

This classification assists the structural inspection team in the performance of a variety of structural inspection duties.  Incumbents in this class will work as a member of a team in a field or office environment.  This class is distinguished from Structure Workers in that this position does not perform maintenance duties. 

EXAMPLES OF DUTIES – Duties may include, but are not limited to, the following: 
1. Assists team members in the preparation and research for structural inspections.  

2. Reads basic diagrams, structural drawings and symbols.
3. Assists in the utilization of specialized equipment, the photographing of problem areas, and the measuring and locating of defects related to structural inspection.

4. Notifies inspector of serious or hazardous conditions seen during inspection; drives to inspection sites. 
QUALIFICATIONS

Knowledge of:

Structural maintenance.  

Basic structural blueprints. 

Common defects found in concrete and steel structures. 

Structural concrete and steel terminology. 

District Operational Rules and Procedures.
Types of District structures.

Construction math. 

District inspection programs and procedures.

Skill in:

Working as a team member. 

Verbal and written communications.

Reading basic structural drawings. 

Identifying, locating, and technical measuring, as related to structural inspection. 

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS

Education:

Possession of a high school diploma, GED or recognized equivalent. 
Experience:

One (1) year of (full-time equivalent) verifiable  experience in construction trades or structural maintenance.  

Other Requirements:

Must possess a valid California Driver's License and have a satisfactory driving record.  
Must be willing to work different shifts as required to inspect various structures.  
Must have sufficient physical mobility to walk long distances, climb, stoop, bend, crawl, twist, work underground, and heights up to 60 ft. and walk on uneven surfaces.

Must climb and work from ladders, and work in confined spaces.
WORKING CONDITIONS

Environmental Conditions:

Exposure to field environment; construction site environment; exposure to heat, cold, moving vehicle, electrical energy and inclement weather.

Physical Conditions:

Requires maintaining physical condition necessary for walking, climbing, stooping, bending, crawling, twisting, working underground, and heights up to 60 feet and walking on uneven surfaces.  Climb and work from ladders; lift 50 pounds for 100 yards or more.
